• Buy the course handbook ($60) & deposit $100 with ALTA. This $100 deposit will be refunded when you complete 

your unpaid, voluntary teaching - 150 hours (1 academic year). 

• Teach at an ALTA community class twice a week for 2 hours for the academic year (Sept to July) following your
